**Classes will meet on Half-days at an earlier time - to be determined.
Tuition, which includes all music books and materials, teacher’s fees, recital expenses, and school use costs, is $350. for the school year.  Registration is for the entire year, and NO REFUNDS are given.  Depending upon the school calendar and weather conditions, the program offers between 26-28 lessons over the entire school year, and culminates with a recital in May.  A tuned piano or electric keyboard must be available at the student’s home for daily practice.  And it is the parents’ responsibility to transport students to and from lessons, since the children may not wait around the school either before or after piano classes.
